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Implementation Begins for PA Mobility Plan




PA Mobility Plan
“Provide the best performing transportation system for people, business, and places.” Work is under way to achieve that vision, established as the overall theme for Pennsylvania’s long-range statewide transportation plan, known as the Pennsylvania Mobility Plan. 
The Mobility Plan sets the direction for transportation policies and projects for 2006 through 2030. The two-year plan development process was led by the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (PennDOT) in partnership with hundreds of Pennsylvanians and representatives of government, business, and other organizations. Together, Pennsylvanians established priorities for transportation investments in shaping communities, developing economic opportunities, and supporting and enriching our diverse and changing population.
As indicated by the vision statement, the Mobility Plan applies to the entire transportation system; it is not a highway plan, a transit plan, or focused on any individual mode. The Mobility Plan begins with a broad, overarching vision. Five goals then provide general statements of direction for the entire transportation system:
· Goal 1: Move people and goods safely and securely.

· Goal 2: Improve quality of life by linking transportation, land use, economic development, and environmental stewardship.

· Goal 3: Develop and sustain quality transportation infrastructure.
· Goal 4: Provide mobility for people, goods, and commerce.

· Goal 5: Maximize the benefit of transportation investments.

Each goal is defined more specifically through supporting objectives and strategies, presented in the Mobility Plan Direction Document. Directions become actions through the Mobility Plan Implementation Plan, which establishes nearly 90 major actions or initiatives required to implement the Plan’s strategies. The Implementation Plan outlines responsible parties, timelines, and expected outcomes for each action. The Mobility Plan includes a User’s Guide to assist implementation partners—such as regional planning organizations, modal bureaus within PennDOT, and PennDOT Districts—in translating the long-range plan into day-to-day work activities. The guide outlines linkages between the Mobility Plan and the many planning and programming processes in Pennsylvania.
